We're pleased to provide you with this
year's Annual Quality Report. We want to keep you
informed about the water and services we have deliv-
ered to you over the last year. Our goal is to provide
you a safe and dependable supply of drinking water.
The City of Mechanicsville obtains its water from the
Silurian aquifer.

The Silurian aguifer was determined to be
slightly susceptible to contamination because the
characteristics of the aguifer and overlying materials
limit the rate at which contaminants can move
through the aquifer. The city wells will be somewhat
susceptible to activities such as gas stations and in-
dustrial sites,

I'm pleased to inform you that our drinking water is
safe to drink and meets all federal and state require-
ments.

A detailed evaluation of your source water
was completed by the lowa Department of Natural
Resources. The entire report is available for viewing
upon request at Mechanicsville City Hall.

If you have any questions about this report please
contact Alan Zerbe at City Hall or by attending our
regularly scheduled meeting. They are held on the
second Monday of every month at 7:00 P.M.

The MECHANICSVILLE WATER DEPART-
MENT routinely monitors for contaminates in our
drinking water according to State and Federal laws.
This table shows the results for the period of January
1, 2007 1o December 31, 2010. All drinking water,
including bottled drinking water, may be reasonably
expected to contain at least small amounts of some
contaminates, [t"s important to remember that the
presence of these contaminates does not pose a health
risk.

In this table vou will find many terms and abbrevia-
tions you might not be familiar with. To help you
better understand these terms we've provided the
following definitions.

Non-Detects (ND)-laboratory analysis indicates no
contaminates

Parts per million (ppm) or Milligrams per liter
{mg/l}—one part per million corresponds to one min-
ute in two years or a single penny in $10,000.

Maximum Contaminate Level (MCL). The Maximum
Allowed is the highest level of contaminate that is allowed
in drinking water. MCL's are set as close to the MCLG's as
feasibly possible using the best available technology.

Maximum Contaminate Level Goal- (MCLG)-The goal is
the level of contaminate in drinking water below which
there is no known or expected health risk. MCLG's allow
for a margin of safety.

Treatment Technique (TT) — a treatment technigue is a
required process intended to reduce the level of contami-
nate in drinking water.

As vou can see by the following table, our system had no
violations. We have leamned through our monitoring and
testing that some contaminates have been detected. The
EPA has determined that your water is safe at these levels.

All sources of drinking water are subject to potential con-
tarmination that are naturally occurring or is man made,
those contaminates can be microbes, organic, or inorganic
chemicals, or radioactive materials.

MCL’s are set at very stringent levels, to understand the
possible health effects described for many regulated con-
taminates, and a person would have to drink 2 liters of wa-
ter every day at the MCL level for a lifetime to have a
one—in-a-million chance of having the described health
effect.

Nitrates: As a precaution we always notify physicians and
health care providers in this area if there is ever a higher
than normal level of nitrates in the water supply.

Lead: Lead in drinking water is rarely the sole cause of
lead poisoning, but it can add to a person’s total lead expo-
sure. All potential sources of lead in the household should
be identified and removed, replaced, or reduced.

If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health
problems, especially for pregnant women and young chil-
dren. Lead in drinking water is primarily from materials
and components associated with service lines and home
plumbing. The City of Mechanicsville is responsible for
providing high quality drinking water, but cannot control



the variety of materials used in plumbing compo-
nents. When your water has been sitting for several
hours, you can minimize the potential for lead expo-
sure by flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes
before using water for drinking or cooking. If you
are concerned about lead in your water, vou may
wish to have your water tested. Information on lead
